Teaching/Learning about Biomes (30 pts/20 pts)
You are to do research on a biome (see Ch’s 5&6) then present your findings to the class.

You will need to have the following sections in your presentation:


I.        Description and general information (such as location, why it is named what it is, 
what is the dominant plant life, etc.)
II.
Climate, especially rainfall (discuss - give more than just a number) and temperature 
(discuss - give more than just a number and be sure
to include the climate zone)

III.     Define Biomass and Productivity.  Provide a discussion of the biome's rank in 
productivity to include its soil quality.

IV.     Discuss threats to the biome.

V.      Choose 1 animal that lives in the biome and describe how it is adapted to live there.

VI.     Choose 1 plant that lives in the biome and describe how it is adapted to live there.

VII.   Presentation - You will provide a 7-10 minute presentation your biome.  Visual aides 
(poster, pictures, PowerPoint, handouts, etc.) may be used.  Presentations will be graded on content (do you have everything in I-VI), clarity, creativity, and overall group preparedness. VALUE: 30 Points

Items I – VI will need to be posted to the Wiki site.  There will be a page created under projects for EACH of the biomes above.  You will be researching information to ADD to a page that outlines the aquatic zones.  Your group will be graded on the content you post (accuracy) as well as how you present it (is it easy to read, does it show creativity, does it include images/graphics, etc.).  VALUE: 20  Points
